Burlington Taiko has also played for the Boston Marathon, Quebec City 
Marathon and the Adirondack Marathon. Our base package offers 2 ½ hours of thunderous motivation, and encouragement.

Parades
The Burlington Taiko group performs in many parades every year! We fit 5 to 7 drummers on each flatbed truck, and can have 
walking drummers follow along the side of the truck as well. 
Basic package is $3,500 + travel and flatbed expenses.

The Burlington Taiko group includes their beautiful wooden-framed 5 ft diameter odaiko (big drum) in traditional taiko 
compositions. This package is designed to offer up to 4 half-hour shows throughout the day.

Weekend Incentive Price: Day 2 is $5,100 (15% discount) and Day 3 is $4,800 (20% Discount) + travel expenses.

Peony Offering—Jyosuke Performance
